What constitutes artistic excellence may vary in relation to the organization’s mission, goals, audiences, and
activities. The organization must demonstrate high-quality activities that achieve a distinct artistic vision
consistent with the applicant’s mission and goals.

An organization that receives higher scores in this area will:

m Offer programs and services that are closely aligned with its mission and goals.

m Show breadth and artistic excellence in the quality of programming, including participating artists, works
produced or presented, and /or arts services provided.

m Demonstrate strong artistic standards and qualified artistic staff and leadership.

Priority will be given to organizations that pay artists.



GOS | OPERATIONAL EXCELLENCE

Operational Excellence
30 points

Operational excellence evaluates the organization’s capacity to effectively manage its operations and resources as
reflected by organizational stability and fiscal position. The organization has a Board-approved strategic planning process
that shows evidence that it is maximizing opportunities to generate diversified income. The organization has a strong
Board composition, staff qualifications, and clearly articulated roles and responsibilities for each.

Show diversified and sufficient income to support stable programming and access to cash to cover occasional
shortfalls.

Demonstrate practical planning strategies for reaching its goals and adapting to the changing environment.
Have a sound method of evaluating organizational and programmatic effectiveness.



GOS | COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND ACCESS

Community Engagement and Access
40 points

The Commission invests in opportunities for quality arts experiences made available and accessible for the
benefit all Virginians. This section seeks to understand the organization’s efforts to understand and serve its
community, its efforts to be inclusive of individuals, and the impact its programs and services have on
communities and artists and patrons served.

An organization that receives higher scores in this area will:

Have a clear understanding of the demographics and community(ies) /audiences it serves.

Present a solid communications plan and strategies to expand its reach to new and/or underserved, under-
resourced, or under-represented audiences.

Demonstrate a commitment to arts education for Virginians of all ages as part of or beyond the
organization’s regular programming for the community it serves.

Make the arts a vital part of community life through accessibility, outreach, advocacy, partnerships, and
initiatives that enhance the quality of life in the community, region, and/or state.



GOS | SCORING AND PRIORITY RATINGS

General Operating Support (GOS) applications are scored on a 100-point scale.

Priority 1 Organizations

(90 - 100 pts/ average score 90% - 100%) meet the criteria for funding with high scores for artistic excellence, organizational excellence,
community engagement, and overall professionalism. These organizations demonstrate best practices in the key areas above and are critical
to the cultural life of their communities.

Priority 2 Organizations
(80 - 89 pts/ average score 80% - 89%) meet the criteria for funding and are critical to the community, although the artistic excellence,
organizational excellence, community engagement and access may not be as high as that of the priority 1 applicants.

Priority 3 Organizations
(70 - 79 pts/ average score 70% - 79%) meet the criteria for funding but (1) are not as critical to the cultural life of their communities as the
priority 1 and 2 applicants; do not demonstrate a compelling need for VCA funding; and/or have activities other than the arts as a substantial
part of their programming.

Priority 1 Projects

(90 - 100 pts/ average score 90% - 100%) are innovative, professional, high-quality projects that fully meet the criteria for funding, will be
accessible, well-managed and a cost-effective use of limited state/federal tax funds, and will benefit the cultural life of the community/target
audience.

Priority 2 Projects
(80 - 89 pts/ average score 80% - 89%) meet the criteria for funding, but artistic excellence, operational excellence, community engagement
and access are not as strongly evident.

Priority 3 Projects
(70 - 79 pts/ average score 70% - 79%) meet the criteria for funding, but artistic excellence, operational excellence, community
engagement and access are weak.
